All papers must contain an abstract and keywords at its end. Regular papers may be divided into Introduction, Literature review, Methods, and Results and Conclusion sections and References. The maximum length of full paper is 10000 words. This includes all figures, tables, references and appendices. Title, author, co-authors, email address for correspondence and abstract are included in the first section while the remainder of the paper is to appear in the second section. 
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Equations should be centered and the equation number right justified.
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Table number and caption will appear on the top of the table.
